Next week builders 
will start dismantling walls on the top 
floor of B Block to  create exiting new 
learning spaces. 

Recently I attended the Duke of      
Edinburgh awards for bronze, silver 
and gold recipients, at 1225 in      
Salisbury. The program develops a 
range of leadership, public speaking 
and team skills. Our students have 
worked really hard to achieve their  
respective levels, ably supported by 
Ms Popovich and Mr Lam. The       
students were able to talk with great 
conviction about what the program 
means to them we at PGHS, and their     
families were very proud of them. We 
would like to thank 1225 staff,       
Salisbury Council, and Mayor Gillian 
Aldridge. 

The Governing Council discussed the 
Departments new Improvement    
Planning process for schools and we 
resolved to ask families what they think 
are important areas of focus for us for 
the next 3 years.
